Other Eligibility Criteria

1. Established federal cost shared practices that are within lifespan must be in compliance with the O&M plan or equivalent document or agreement by November 1, 2010.
2. Existing federal contracts (EQIP, WHIP, AMA, GRP, WRP, CSP, etc.)  must be on schedule and in compliance with the applicable manuals, documents, appendices, and policies. Practices scheduled for year 2010 and not installed, not paid, or reported are exempt. Practices scheduled for year 2009 and earlier must be installed, paid, and reported to be considered in compliance and on schedule by December 31, 2010.
3. If applicable, irrigation history certification must be signed by applicant.

4. If land is leased, applicant must have control of the land for length of contract and lifespan of practices. A lease or a “control of land” form must be signed by landowner.
5. AD-1026A or the FSA-156EZ forms must be filed in the folder for all lands, owned or rented, that will be in the contract.

6. Applicants applying for irrigation (442) must salvage irrigation system (if a center pivot) and obtain a receipt from a salvage yard. Receipt must be provided to NRCS before payment. For a hose system, serial number of system must be provided and if hose system is moved to another field, it cannot be used to obtain irrigation history for another irrigation system.

7. Waste Storage Structures (code 313) constructed using program funds from 2011 have a 15 year life span and cannot store anything but manure during the life span of the structure. 

8. An individual or entity is ineligible for EQIP if the individual or entity has terminated an EQIP contract in the past 5 years (2007 through 2011, inclusive).
